Val, Davie Stuart and myself arrived on the Thursday evening to ensure an early start  on Friday Val and Davie had the slightly easier day climbing Am Faichagach  via the usual route from the Ullapool road while Gerry and Stuart set off on mountain bikes to climb the remote Maoile Lunndaidh’. Stuart had to stop after a while to fix his chain, meanwhile I continued pedalling / pushing my bike through Achnashellach Forest. Despite his setback Stuart arrived at Gkenuaig Lodge ahead of me! The climb to the summit was a brutal assault up a steep slope in wind and rain. We made use of the shelter beside the lodge on the return to have our sandwiches out of the rain. The ride back to the car was into the wind but made easier by the run being nearly all downhill

Tony Lorna, Charles, Pat & Steve climbed Meall Mor in relatively dry weather but underfoot conditions were wet.

Saturday dawned looking not good in terms of weather and the situation was made worse when we saw clouds of midgies looking though the bunkhouse kitchen window just waiting for the chance to feast on us! The weather however improved later, as did the midgy situation.

Val, Davie Stuart and I headed to Achnashellach Station the starting point for climbing Beinn Liath Mhor and Sgorr Ruadh after an hour of walking in the rain, it started to clear up and we enjoyed good views all round as we walked along the summit ridge of Beinn Liath Mhor; The guidebook warned that crossing the river flowing from Coire Lair could be difficult after heavy rain and so it turned out to be. The river was too deep to stone hop are wade at the normal crossing point but we managed to find an alternative crossing point which was “fun”. We did get across without mishap or getting wet however.

parked the car across from Loch Bharrach at a small car park beside a small plantation of trees (4X4 required).  They then headed up Coire an Laoigh to do Spidean Coire nan Clach 972m on Beinn Eighe. As they climbed higher the weather started to clear and got fantastic views south.  Once on the ridge there were excellent views of all the Torridon hills, the group then continued along the ridge to the summit of Spidean Coire nan Clach.  Where they stopped to take some pics and started the short easy scramble across the ridge, then back down to the car park then on to the bunkhouse.

Tony Lorna & Charles climbed the Graham Creag Dubh Mhor in fair weather.

Steve and Pat had a pleasant day climbing Beinn Bheag and Groban. It had  threatened to be wet, but turned out to be dry and warm. Good hills despite the need for a wade at the end of the loch.
