Friday

Perhaps on more archetypal Skye terrain Jennie and Russell ‘did’ the Inn Pin (Sgurr Dearg), whilst Fiona and Alan climbed “Jeffery’s Dyke” on Sgurr Mhic Coinnich, a 300m V Diff in the wet! This route goes from the corrie floor to the summit ridge.
