Then on Saturday 7th we climbed Bruach na Frithe with Steve, Richard and Mike. We went via Fairy Pools and up the gully on the left-hand side of water pipe gully. The gully was steep at the top with lots of loose stones and loose hand holds but we got there. Great route along the ridge with Steve navigating and leading the way. After the summit of Bruach na Frithe we climbed the top Sgurr a Fionn Choire before descending and traversing round back to the cars at the Fairy Pools car park.
