Weather

On Saturday we drove to Glen Salach - the road to Bonawe. It was a lovely day - as you will know from your own experiences - but the going under foot on this hill is not to be recommended. Walked along a boggy track to a confluence of steams and then climbed Beinn Mheadonach by its broad east ridge. Fabulous views all around but particularly of Bidean nam Bian and its outliers.

Russell, Wull and I left home at 5.30am with no real plans other than to do some climbing on route to Corran. We ended up taking the Gondola up Aonach Mor. Snow conditions weren’t great but we abseiled over the cornice of easy gully and climbed down to have a look at some routes in Coire an Lochain. The snow was soft and sugary, and after bit of cornice collapsing around us we decided to bail out. We had a 1000ft glissade down the coire before walking back to the gondola.

 

On Saturday I walked up Gleann Righ and climbed Beinn na Gucaig and Tom Meadhoin. Views were stunning all day. 

Others did hills as listed above, including (given the weather forecast) the two shortish Marilyn walks in the Perth area whilst travelling.
