Notes / Highlights

Thurs

Val, Davie, Wull and Bill climbed Gairich from Loch Quoich. Beautiful day, great views but cold.

Friday

We all met up at Glen Brittle on Friday morning, having stayed in various locations on the Thurs night. Alan, Fiona Lorna, Tony and Charles coming from the Saddle Mountain Hostel at Invergarry, Richard opted for a bivy in the back of his car in Glen Brittle and Davie and John from the Old Inn at Carbost - our intent being to climb the Inaccessible Pinnacle on Sgurr Dearg. Having wandered up the West Ridge to the summit of Sgurr Dearg, Alan, Lorna and Tony climbed the East Ridge of the In Pinn in two pitches. Dropping a rope down the other side, Richard, John, Fiona, and Davie made light work of the Severe pitch on the west side. Returning by the approach route proved more problematic than expected with Alan taking a wrong turn at Albuquerque! Others followed, also ending up on steep ground above Coire Lagan. However, we all eventually made it back to Carbost a bit wearier by the ordeal.

Val, Wull and Bill headed for Sgurr na Banachdich via An Diallaid and picked off the central Munro top before returning by the same route. Swirling mist at the top.

Fiona, Alan and Wull climbed Marsco via the Fiaclan Dearg – North West Shoulder scramble before descending the North Ridge where again they ending up on steep ground making the decent troublesome.
