Weather

The weather was cold and windy but substantially dry with some cloud blowing in and out. Some really good spells over the latter part of the weekend.

Notes / Highlights

David, Gill and Valerie stayed at Braemar on Thursday night to get an early start on Friday. Gill took her two black labs for company and had a good day on Driesh and Mayar. David and Valerie had a very windy and cold day on the Cairnwell hills with many dozens of hares for company. The outlying top at point 917m was by far the highlight of the day, away from the ski slopes and with good views. Charles and Tony started from Auchallater and went up to the Loch and then onto the NE 'ridge' via the Lochnagar path. From Creag an Loch it was a very fine high level wander on short heather almost back to Braemar before descending to Easter Auchallater for the short walk back along the road (19k, 960m 6.25hr).

On Saturday, David, Gill and Valerie had an almost clear day on Carn na Mhaim, with just a bit of mist blowing around at the top. Alan and Fiona did a massive round trip of 40km using bikes to tackle some of the tops Beinn a Bhuird. Some mist around but dry. Charles and Tony started from Inverey (don't mention the car!) (sorry Tony, I forgot you said DON’T mention the car) following the good track NW of Allt Cristie for about 7k to ca 740m. Thereafter they had a fine but long (12k) tramp over pathless high ground round to the north tops of Geal Charn. Charles then returned to the outward track whilst Tony headed back via the final two SIMMs to join the track lower down. (In total about 26k and 1300m in 8.5hr - bit less for Charles - not bad for a couple of pensioners?) (Tony’s words – NOT mine!!)

Sunday was the best weather day of the weekend. Alan and Fiona had a glorious day with fantastic views of Deeside and the surrounding hills. Charles and Tony returned to Inverey but headed SE rather than SW for a quick loop over the two nearest hills in the range leading over to Glenshee to round off an excellent weekend.
