Notes / Highlights

  

Lorna, Charles and Tony stopped off at Achnasheen to add another Munro to Lorna’s list. A track associated with the new hydro scheme now provides an easy direct route up the first part of the hill. Unknown to us Bill was also on this hill but had taken a slightly different route so our paths did not cross. Meanwhile, a little further down Glen Carron, Fiona and Alan tackled the two Grahams whilst Val, Liz and David returned to the unfinished business of Beinn Damh (Cold, claggy and a lot of wet snow), having been driven off this hill on our previous Torridon meet. 
On Saturday a group headed for Alligin. The route up from the Inveralligin road follows a well-trod path, much of which has been reconstructed as rock steps. These eventually become rather tiresome, especially on descent. Great views from the summit of Lorna’s 100th Munro. An inspection (and a trial by some!) of the north ridge to Sgurr Mhor showed this to be partially covered in icy snow so, also given the blustery wind, all decided to follow the route of ascent back to the cars and retire to the pub instead. Fiona, Russell and Alan headed down the same road as far as the crags of Discovery Point to explore some of the climbing routes there.

Most of us headed home on Sunday but Russell drove round to Slioch on another glorious morning. He reported: “The bike probably saved me an hour. A bit tricky in places and only fell off once”. Lorna, Charles and I again stopped at Achnasheen to claim the minor hill behind the Ledgowan hotel, where we parked and returned for coffee.
