Fiona and Alan travelled to Glen Artney for two more Grahams, deciding to stay east for better weather. John had “a short day in the afternoon sunshine” while Andy and Gerry started out from the familiar parking area by Loch Laggan to climb Beinn a’Chlachair, thus completing Andy’s round of this group of Munros. From the same car park Charles and I used bikes to get easier access to the group of Simms lying SE of Loch Laggan and Loch na h-Earba. This was a good round of five hills but the headwind for the return cycle was an unwelcome addition to the fatigue. We arrived back at almost exactly the same time as Valerie et al who done the same full Munro circuit in a much longer day. Val reports: “The weather was very wet and windy and we walked in thick clag in the morning on Beinn a Chlachair and we all got soaked to the skin. Luckily it cleared quickly at lunch time and we got blown dry and had a great walk on the second two Munros.”

After food and drink, and probably somewhat too late in the evening, we held our 2017 AGM and then, eventually, agreed a meet list for 2018. Other guests at the hostel seemed slightly bemused by these discussions.

Undeterred by the previous day’s cycling experiences Charles and I returned to the same start point on Saturday for the ride to the Lubvan ruin and hence the much easier single hill from there. As something of an after-thought we added a second hill just north of the main road as a stop on the short drive back to the hostel. John also started from this point to do two more Grahams (“with good visibility these hills present no great difficulties, but could be tricky in poor weather”).

Robin joined the Munroists on the Meagaidh group. He and Davie did the three main hills whilst the others added a range of tops (deleted and otherwise!).

Despite a somewhat rushed start Gerry and Andy managed to do their two Ossian Munros and catch the return train with some time to spare. Fiona and Alan enjoyed a good day climbing in Glen Nevis, whilst Bill decided that a certain football match was more deserving of attention than more Munros.

On Sunday Robin bagged the two Munros from Fersit whilst Charles and I ‘enjoyed’ a frequently rather boggy tramp round three hills just above Upper Inverroy. Others travelled home.
